      Thanks to a financial grant from 
Wal-Mart and in kind services provided 
by the City of Hopkinsville Public 
Works Department 3 sinkhole areas 
are being restored to provide protec-
tion to the groundwater in the area.  
The first site was completed in August 
using a technique developed by the 
Kentucky Geologic Society in which 
the entire sinkhole is filled using a gra-
dation layer system of rock, sand, geo-
textile, and soil.  The second site is an 
injection type system using a culvert, 
geo-textile, and rip rap.  The third site 
will utilize a more traditional approach 
that leaves the throat of the sinkhole 
open and geo-textile and rip rap used 
to armor the side slopes to reduce po-
tential sedimentation.  These sites will 
be used as an educational tool for both 
landowners and students throughout 
the Pennyrile region.  Special thanks to 
Bob Cope, Terry Rudd, and Brad He-

well for there work on this project.

Sink hole Protection Project 

    Through a $75,000 state-managed, federal grant , Jeffersô Bend Walking Trail was 
tripled in length to provide more walking paths to Hopkinsville citizens by adding 1 1/2 
miles of trail. The trail begins at the south gate in Riverside Cemetery, next to Little 
River, winds through the back side of the cemetery, turns east to go down Metcalfe 
Lane into Jeffersô Bend, then turns back north to parallel the river before looping 
around the man-made lake and back to the pavilion.  The five-foot wide trail was sur-
faced with manufactured sand, a very fine limestone product that produces a stable 
walking surface that will be fairly easy to maintain. Mark Withers, chairman of the 
Jeffersô Bend Steering Committee, noted our community is in need of good walking 
paths and thanked the City of Hopkinsville and Commonwealth of Kentucky for making 
this possible. ñWithout the Stateôs funding and the Cityôs sponsorship of the grant, we 

would not have been able to build these walking facilities,ò he added.
